Upon admission, international students 
are reviewed for possible merit 
scholarships, and all international 
students qualify for our 40% out-of-
state tuition discount.

Kutztown 
requires students to live on-campus 
for their first two years and guarantees 
housing on-campus for all four years in 
traditional halls, suite-style, apartment-
style or town home residential facilities.
